HONG KONG, MACAU AND SOUTHERN CHINA

Day1l Australia - Hong Kong

Depart Australia on your flight to Hong Kong. Upon arrival,
meet your coach and transfer to your accommodation on
Hong Kong Island.

Third night’s accommodation on Hong Kong Island

Day4 Macau (B.D)
After breakfast, travel by Catamaran to Macau. Transfer to
your accommodation and then meet your guide for a full-day
city tour. Visit St. Augustine’s, the Teatro Dom Pedro V, and
the former Government House and Governor’s Residence.

Day 5 Taipa, Coloane 1:B.D)
Travel to the islands of Taipa and Coloane. Spend time explor-
ing the pretty villages as a group. You might like to visit the
Cheoc Van Beach on Coloane. Return to Macau in the late
afternoon.

(B.L.D)

Return to Hong Kong by &
catamaran after break-
fast. Board your train for {8
Guingzhou, also known
as Canton, in China.
Visit the Chen’s Clan
Academy and the sixth
century old Temple of the Six Banyan Trees. After dinner to-
night, enjoy a ferry trip along the Pearl River.

Ouwernight accommodation in Gudngghon

Day 8 Foshan
After breakfast, meet your coach
and transfer to Foshan. Visit the
famous Ancestor Temple with its
statues and carvings and Liang’s
Garden, one of the province’s
finest. In the late afternoon, stop |
at a local handicraft workshop.
Ouwernight accommodation in Foshan

(B.L.D)
This morning, travel to Zhaoging, a pretty city surrounded by
craggy limestone rock formations. Spend the afternoon explor-
ing the Seven Star Crags by boat and foot, seeing caves, tem-
ples and rock inscriptions.

After breakfast, return to Guingzhou airport and board your
flight to Guilin, a city of legendary beauty, which has featured
in many Chinese literary works. Upon artival, transfer to your
accommodation. This afternoon, visit Reed Flute Cave.

First night’s accommodation in Guilin

Day 11 Guilin (B.L,D)
This morning, travel up to Solitary Beauty Peak for spectacular
views across the city. Spend the afternoon in Guilin with your

teachers leading the group.
